Skylight Curbs Insulation Exemption (CB-10)

Objective:  Clarify when a skylight curb can be exempted from meeting the requirements for insulating the curb.

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Exception number 2 to Section C402.2.1 as follows: 

C402.2.1 Roof assembly. 

Exceptions: 

1. (Remains unchanged.) 

2. Unit skylight curbs included as a component of an NFRC 100 rated assembly a skylight listed  and labeled in accordance with NFRC 100 shall not be required to be insulated.
Reason: Clarification of language.  The term “rated” is generally understood but the correct presentation of the criterion is that the assembly be listed and labeled in accordance with NFRC 100.

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
