Daylighting Controls for Skylights (CB-21)
Objective:  Clarify daylighting control provisions associated with fenestration and increased skylight area and locate in a more appropriate subsection.
Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Sections C402.3, C402.3.1.2, and item 2 of C402.3.1.1 as follows: 

C402.3 Fenestration (Prescriptive).  Fenestration shall comply with Table C402.3.  Automatic daylighting controls specified by this section shall comply with Section C405.2.2.3.2.

C402.3.1.2 Increased skylight area with daylighting controls.  The skylight area shall be permitted to be a maximum of 5 percent of the roof area provided automatic daylighting controls meeting the provisions of Section C405.2.2.3.2 are installed in daylight zones under the skylights. 

C402.3.1.1 (item 2)

2.  Automatic daylighting controls meeting the provisions of Section C405.2.2.3.2 are installed in     daylight zones; and 

Reason:  Clarification.  The primary purpose of the parent section C402.3 is to introduce the provisions of the code related to fenestration.  It is later on in the section that the issue of skylights and an increased skylight area allowance are addressed and the controls provisions relevant.  The proposal simply locates the relevant daylighting control provisions in the code where they are specifically relevant.
