Exterior Lighting Controls (CB-34)

Objective:  Simplify the provisions in the code covering exterior lighting controls.

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Replace Section C405.2.4 as follows:

C405.2.4 Exterior lighting controls. All exterior lighting shall be controlled by either an astronomical time switch or a photo sensor and a time switch.  All time switches shall be capable of retaining programming and the time setting at least 10 hours without power.

Exception: Lighting designed for dusk to dawn operation shall be permitted to have a photo sensor without a time switch. 
Reason:  Simplification.

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
