Dwelling Unit Electric Metering (CB-38)

Objective:  Simplify electrical metering requirements to indicate that the dwelling units in Use Group R-2 buildings must be separately metered.

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Section C405.7 as follows:

C405.7 Electrical energy consumption (mandatory).  In buildings having individual Every dwelling units, provisions shall be made to determine the electrical energy consumed by each tenant by separately metering individual dwelling units in Use Group R-2 buildings shall have a separate electrical meter.
Reason:  Simplification.  The intent is to apply to R-2 buildings and there is no need to indicate in the code the reason for the criterion; only what is required.

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
