Roof Solar Reflectance and Thermal Emittance (CB-9)

Objective:  Simplify criteria for low sloped roofs by adding a definition for the term “low slope roof.”
Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Section C402.2.1.1 and add a new definition to Section C202 as follows: 

C402.2.1.1 Roof solar reflectance and thermal emittance.  Low sloped roofs, with a slope less than 2 units vertical in 12 units horizontal, directly above cooled conditioned spaces in Climate Zones 1, 2, and 3 shall comply with one or more of the options in Table C402.2.1.1.

(Exceptions remain unchanged.)

C202.  LOW SLOPED ROOF.  A roof having a slope less than 2 units vertical in 12 units horizontal.
Reason: The current code text includes within it a definition that might be better placed in the definitions section of the code.  Alternatively, if this is the only place the term is used, the need for a definition is moot if the text is then revised as “Roofs with a slope less than 2 units vertical in 12 units horizontal directly above….”
Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
