Desired Action: Approval as Modified (AM)

Modify the proposal as follows:
C202  FENESTRATION.  Products classified as either vertical fenestration or skylights. 
Vertical fenestration. Windows (fixed or movable), opaque doors, glazed doors, glazed block and combination opaque/glazed doors composed of glass or other transparent or translucent glazing materials and installed at a slope of at least 60 degrees from horizontal.

Skylight. Glass or other transparent or translucent glazing material installed with a slope of less than 60 degrees from horizontal.  

Commenter’s Reason: In the process of creating needed definition of vertical fenestration, the definition of fenestration, while embodied in the definition of vertical fenestration and skylight in the code change, is technically lost.  That is there is nothing to specifically define fenestration or tie that term to the two types of fenestration (vertical and skylights).  The Code needs such an introduction because the code still uses the term ‘fenestration’ in addition to the terms vertical fenestration and skylight.  Fenestration by definition is essentially anything non-opaque of any material in any location and then a subset of fenestration is a skylight.  Then when you get into the technical requirements of the code you find that criteria are provided specifically for vertical fenestration and then for skylights.  This public comment takes care of that by retaining the approved definitions of vertical fenestration and skylight, keeps them under the term fenestration but then fills in the missing piece – a leading introductory definition of fenestration since that term is also used in the code in Chapter 2 and Chapter 3.  
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
